e High levels of income, education,
and occupational status

e Long-time residents who are
active participants in society

e Strong sense of party
identification

and competition between parties
promote voter turnout

American citizens
with the right to vote

e Live in areas where laws, customs,

NONVOTERS

e Cannot-voters are often resident
aliens

e lliness prevents voting

* People out of their voting district
on election day

e Lack political efficacy

* Time-zone fallout

e Want to avoid cumbersome
election procedure

e Live in rural areas

* Young and often unskilled
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
