You are 19 years old.  You graduated from high school two years ago and have been going to Lansing Community College.  You have been accepted into Michigan State University.  You will graduate in 1971.  You plan on getting married but haven’t set a date.  Your father served in the Korean War and you older brother was killed in the Vietnam War 18 months ago.  You have one younger brother.  Your mother hasn’t gotten over the death of your brother and still can’t watch the television during news broadcasts.


Now that you have written your essay.

The draft board has declared you eligible for military service and you will be going to Vietnam. 

Write a letter telling your family what you argued and what happened and how you feel about. If you 

were a member of the draft board, write a letter to your family about this case telling them how you feel 

about having to make these kinds of decisions that can alter the course of someone’s life.

Draft Classifications

Class I-A:
Registrant available for military service.
Class I-A-O:
Conscientious objector registrant available for noncombatant military service only.
Class I-C:
Member of the Armed Forces of the US, the Environmental Science Services Administration, or the Public Health Service.
Class I-D:
Qualified member of reserve component, or student taking military training, including ROTC and accepted aviation cadet applicant.
Class I-S:
Student deferred by law until graduation from high school or attainment of age of 20, or until end of his academic year at a college or university.
Class I-W:
Conscientious objector performing civilian work contributing to the maintenance of national health, safety, or interest, or who has completed such work.
Class I-Y:
Registrant qualified for military service only in time of war or national emergency.
Class II-A:
Occupational deferment (other than agricultural and student).
Class II-C:
Agricultural deferment.
Class II-S:
Student deferment.
Class III-A:
Extreme hardship deferment, or registrant with a child.
Class IV-A:
Registrant with sufficient prior active service or who is a sole surviving son.
Class IV-B:
Official deferred by law.
Class IV-C:
Alien not currently liable for military service.
Class IV-D:
Minister of religion or divinity student.
Class IV-F:
Registrant not qualified for any military service.
Class V-A:
Registrant over the age of liability for military service.
