The Battle of the Ia Drang Valley is one of the earliest, bloodiest and most significant battles of the Vietnam War. I have chosen a video entitled: We Were Soldiers, based on the book, We Were Soldiers Once… and Young: Ia Drang -- The Battle That Changed the War in Vietnam by Harold G. Moore and Joseph L. Galloway, to accomplish the following objectives with the Lessons of the Vietnam War class:

· Demonstrate the effects of war on military families.

· Demonstrate the notion that “History repeats itself because nobody listens.” 

· Demonstrate the idea to students that “Freedom is not free.”

· Demonstrate the reality of combat in modern warfare.

· Demonstrate the introduction and use of helicopters in modern warfare.

· Explore the overall significance of the Battle of the Ia Drang Valley to the Vietnam War and the effect that it had on US military strategy.

· Demonstrate some of the accuracies and inaccuracies of the Vietnam War conveyed by this movie.
