REVISIONS PROCEDURE
Sometimes an assignment is so important to a student’s understanding of a learning goal that a revision of their initial work is a way to have a student revisit their work with some constructive feedback, revise their work and resubmit it to demonstrate that they understand the learning goal better.
Once you receive your work back look to see what you need to do to improve your work, if anything. If you don’t know what to do ask.

Many times the revision is a simple fix. The student feels rushed for time and leaves out an important requirement and just needs to go back and correct it and their learning is enhanced and consequently if they have demonstrated that they have met the learning goal they will be advanced to the next level on the proficiency scale.
While it is not required, it is highly recommended that students word process their work in case they need to revise it, it is easily and quickly done. If a student handwrites an assignment, they must rewrite the entire assignment.

If a student’s original work was late and missed an assignment deadline, a revision is still permissible; however the highest level a student can achieve is proficient (3.0) on the proficiency scale.

Students must submit the revised work, by the revision deadline or the work will not be assessed.

Finally, THE STUDENT IS REQUIRED TO SUBMIT THEIR ORIGINAL WORK TO THEIR REVISED COPY, BY STAPLING IT TO THE BOTTOM OF THEIR ORIGINAL WORK. 

FAILURE TO PROVIDE THE ORIGINAL WORK WILL RESULT IN THEIR REVISION NOT TO BE REASSESSED!
