Corrective Process
If You Always Do, What You Always Did, You’ll always get what you always got. Everybody Makes Mistakes. If Something Is Broken We Need To Fix It.

The corrective process in Government/Economics class is a process designed to have students review their assessments, find their errors, correct their errors, reflect on their errors, so that they will not be repeated in the future and so students learn from their mistakes.
PROCESS:
Students will arrange a time with their teacher to do the corrective process on their own time (before/after school) so that s/he can prepare the necessary reports and materials for the corrective process. 

The student will review their assessment report and determine what went right and what went wrong. A testing environment will be maintained throughout the entire corrective process so that students may concentrate. (If applicable.) All students WILL REFRAIN FROM TALKING or they will sacrifice their opportunity to do their correctives.

The students will write out the questions they missed on separate paper, correcting all of their errors. The students are to use their notebooks and textbooks to find the correct information and correct their errors, so that they may learn from their mistakes. Students must provide the book page number and/or handouts that helped them determine the correct answer. These correctives must be done in numerical order from the first question to the last question. Sections and numbering are a required part of this process. If the student does not provide this information NO CORRECTIVE CREDIT WILL BE GRANTED!!
Students will complete a Meta cognition reflection essays to write so that they may formalize the corrective process in writing. Meta cognition essays must be completed according to requirements or NO CORRECTIVE CREDIT BEING GRANTED!!

Students are not required to do correctives. The benefits for a student if they complete this process according to all requirements the student will receive a full improvement on their grade for the project, quiz, assessment etc.
