Manila, Philippines - Here is a listing of the kinds of powers President Ferdinand E. Marcos retains after his lifting of nine years of martial law in 1981 and the types of liberties that are permitted:

Marcos' Powers

He can order anyone arrested on grounds of national security
He can make and unmake laws 

He is immune from being sued or prosecuted forever 

He makes nearly all important government appointments

He commands the 200,000 member military

Liberties

Anti-government demonstrations are generally tolerated, although soldiers sometimes intervene when they are held at the presidential palace

An opposition press is allowed and has grown. The biggest news outlets, however, remain in the hands of Marcos loyalists and self-censorship is more common than direct governmental interference 

The courts have recently overturned some arrests, although the military does not follow court orders when Marcos has signed the arrest order
